Where do you see them in chapter 1 (hint: 1:9; 1:18-19; 1:24-27)

3. Read 1:11-14. What is Isaiah describing here? In what ways is the contemporary church like this? In what
ways do you do this?

4. Read Proverbs 14:34. What is the correlation between personal righteousness and prosperity as a nation?
How do the two correlate in the nation of Israel here in Isaiah 1? (hint: 1:27)

5. After you read Isaiah 1, what do you believe its intended impact is both for the original audience and for
you?
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
